Hackney’s New Alcohol Service

Hackney and the City have a new alcohol treatment service opening on 1st April 2011. The name of the service is The Grove Alcohol Recovery Centre. 

In 2009, an independent needs assessment on alcohol was conducted by Quest Consultancy and recommendations were made to re-commission the City & Hackney’s local alcohol treatment services. Following a formal tender process by City & Hackney PCT, East London Foundation Trust (ELFT), in partnership with Lifeline will be the new provider of alcohol treatment from 1st April 2011.

The new alcohol treatment service will provide:

· Increase capacity within the alcohol treatment system to 750 structured treatment places annually.
· Both short term support and longer term treatment, depending on individual needs

· Improved access and choice for service users, with a number of locations across the City & Hackney

· A strong orientation towards working closely with GP’s, Homerton University Hospital and other local services.

· In the longer term, more integration between drug and alcohol treatment in the City & Hackney.

All referrals will be assessed and a care plans agreed according to peoples individual needs and preferences. Service users will be offered support on either a one to one, low threshold, or group basis.
